Shalom u'Veracha,


We are happy that you are considering enrolling your daughter to the Beit Chana Seminary for the coming school year. We suggest you consider the following points before making a final decision to schedule an interview.

Our seminary was initially opened for Israeli high-school graduates.  Over the years we have also accepted students from abroad because we feel that students who studied at Chabad schools, around the globe, can add constructively to our Israeli-Hebrew speaking student body. We therefore expect from the students, whom we do accept, to excel in Chasidishkiet, Tzniyut, Yirat Shamaim, Tefilla, Hiskashrus etc. They must realize that other students look up to them and emulate their behavior.
 
We offer a special program, for students from abroad, which is accredited by the government, and hence a government certificate "Morot Lagolah" is granted to those completing all their obligations. 

The government recognition and academic accreditation that we have is due to fact that we are legally an integral part of the Michllelet Beth Rivka - Kfar Chabad, though we are situated in Zefat and administered independently and autonomously by Beit Chana - Zefat.
Who may apply


Eighteen year old high school graduates, of Yeshiva/Frum-High Schools from    חוץ לארץ – who have a good command of Hebrew and English - may apply to our Chul program.  

One of the government requirements is a foreign high school diploma. It must be evaluated and certified by the Israeli Ministry of Education, before they will issue a certificate.

Those who do not have a high school diploma, or have only an Israeli diploma, or do not have an accredited diploma will not be eligible for the government certificate 'Morot Lagolah' (you may receive transcripts for your learning but a not certificate). Tuition is the same for all programs.
Students who make Aliya


  There will be no reductions in fees for those who make Aliya. 

Please note that students who made Aliya and/or are Israeli citizens and want to be registered as official Israeli students, and want to get scholarships from theמשרד הקליטה, must take the government psychometric entry exam before the school year. Tests abroad – are usually held in April-May. Please be advised that even when a student has made Aliya and has passed the psychometric test, we can not guarantee that the משרד החינוך will allocate her a slot, being that there is a quota on the number of registered students.  Please inquire at time of the interview for more details on this issue.
Curriculum

There are 25 courses a week - most are Kodesh. Being that we are an accredited government teachers' seminary, our syllabus is dictated by the Ministry of Education, therefore, many courses are Educational and compulsory. 


 Statistics show that the majority of seminary students find themselves eventually working in a variety of fields of Chinuch and Shlichus. Therefore we have built a program that encompasses personal and teaching skills, in addition to the variety of subjects in Limudey Kodesh. Hence, the students accepted are those interested in investing their time and energy in acquiring these skills.
 
If your daughter doesn't feel that she is capable of teaching or if she has no desire to teach, it would be advisable that she join a post-high-school full- time Yeshivah-Torah program. We are a Chassidishe Torah orientated learning and teaching program. 
Language


As said above - our school was established primarily for Israeli-Hebrew speaking high-school graduates. Therefore - Farbrengens, Dvar-Torahs, announcements, and many classes are in Hebrew. It is therefore obvious that a student with less than a good knowledge in Hebrew, and with no Hebrew speaking experience, need not apply.

Previous experience has shown that a student, who has failed to take this matter seriously enough, was not capable of keeping up and found herself left out and very frustrated. It is unfair for yourselves (and to us) for a student to fail due to her underestimating the need of adequate Hebrew skills. When choosing our students, we will אי"ה put emphasis on this requirement. The Hebrew written entrance exam test plays a great part in the choosing process.

Please Note: Most of our foreign students are English speakers, therefore at times - speakers and classes are held in English. If your daughter doesn't speak English she will find it very frustrating and therefore she should not consider registering. 

Shana-Beit

Students who graduate our first year program, have the option to continue unto our special second year program.

This program is very focused on highly professional classroom teaching experience, together with specially designed Shlichus courses, in addition to in depth Limudey Kodesh shiyurim. 
Registration process
The first step of registration is to book an interview.

The second step is to fill out electronically the registration form and submit it. Then  print it, and bring it along with all other necessary items to the interview. See 'Checklist' for all items needed to be presented at time of interview.
The third step is to give the enclosed evaluation sheet to your daughter's מחנכת. She should  fill it out and have it co-sign by the principal. For the sake of discretion – it should be mailed by them - directly to my home (Chitrik, Kiryat Chabad POB 6126, Zefat 13410 Israel) before י'שבט. Please do not FED-EX.
An accessible working email address will make our correspondence more efficient. Please double check that your email address is correct. 

Interviews

Our representatives will be אי"ה in N.Y. for the forthcoming Kinus Hashluchos. The interviews for N.Y. students will be held on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday the 15th 16th and 17th of Shevat (9, 10, and 11 of February).  Out-of-town students will be interviewed on Thursday, Friday and Monday the 18th, 19th and 22nd of Shevat (12, 13 and 16 of February). 


All interviews will be held in the basement of 730 Eastern Parkway (Between Kingston and Brooklyn). 

The written tests will be held on Mon. 22th of Shevat (16th of February), 9:00 in the morning, at the Beth Rivkah School lunchroom – Crown St. branch (unless otherwise notified – make sure to verify while at the interview in NY). 


There will be no interviews or tests at other times. 


Verify the time of available interviews before planning your arrival. There are limited numbers of students that we can interview on Friday 21st of Shevat. Therefore (out-of-towners) book early!

To schedule an appointment, call Chany Chitrik in Zefat (NY number:  1-347-721-9059 or Israeli number 972-4-6826015) from. 18th of Shvat till Wednesday 26th of Shvat (January 14-22), between 7 PM and 9 PM only (Israeli Time).

In choosing our students, first priority will be given to students who attend the interview, pass the written test and are fluent in Hebrew and English, and answer to all other requirements.  

Students who study in High Schools outside of the USA, and will not arrive to the interview, should mail all forms and items on the checklist by the 20th of Shevat (do not fax, and there is no need to send via carrier - התורה חסה על ממונם של ישראל).

· Two recent passport photos (with your name written on the back of the photos)
· Photocopy of passport (its expiry date should be after the end of the school year)
· High school diploma (or a letter from the principal, attesting that the student will be eligible  for a High School  diploma - pending the outcome of  the tests)

·  Copy of the High-school transcripts. It should also include marks of the 12th grade - first semester.
· The application form - filled in electronically.
· The enclosed medical form - signed and stamped by your family physician

· Ensure that your school has sent your evaluation form.
